5. Circumcision: Departing from All Grace, Requires Perfect Obedience to the Law.
Parallels:
Receive Circumcision (v. 2)
Christ will be of no benefit to you.
I testify again:
Receive Circumcision (v. 3)

Under obligation to keep the whole law.

Severed from Christ (v. 4)
Seeking to be justified in the law

Fallen from Grace.
